Tally Your Scores - Tally your scores on the Spiritual Gift
Key at the end of the test.  The Gift Key looks like a giant
grid.  It’s numbered from one to 126.  These numbers
correspond to the 126 questions on the test.  Next to each
number (on the right) is an empty box.  This box is where
you record the answer to the previous questions. The number
you fill in should be between 1-5.

After filling out the answer key, you’ll tally each row of
numbers across horizontally – and write your combined total
in the space all the way to the right of the key.  This will give
you a number between 5 and 30.  This number is the total
strength in your life, of that row’s spiritual gift.  As you can
see, questions 1, 22, 43, 64, 85, and 106 all test for the
spiritual gift of administration.

Review the Spiritual Gift List – the last two pages give
some definitions for the spiritual gifts on this test.  You can
read up to learn a little more about each gift.

Prophecy:  The God-given ability to speak forth a revealed message from God.

Serving:  The ability to identify and meet the needs of a person, group, or project so that God’s will is
accomplished.

Speaking:  The God-given ability to effectively communicate a scriptural message to a given audience.

Teaching:  The God-given ability to understand and explain biblical truth in a way that the listeners will
understand.

Tongues:  The God-given ability to speak in a language that is unknown to you.

Word of Knowledge:  The God-given ability to have special insight into the truths of God.

Word of Wisdom:  The God-given ability to understand how the ways and purposes of God apply to
a specific situation, so as to understand the mind of God.
